If you had a
permit limit, then simple. If not, then effluent data used to
determine if the parameter was in your effluent to determine
concentration and load. If it is determined that the load and
concentration will not cause increased impact, they will not
change the permit. The problem is there is often not enough
data to provide good information. If there is not enough data
then you don’t get a NIL you go straight into anti-degradation
review.
